1. Review the definitions of natural, human, and capital resources
· Natural resources – Resources that exists naturally in nature (renewable and nonrenewable)
· Human resources – All the people involved in an organization

· Capital resources – Money, property, infrastructure, equipment, etc.

2. To check for understanding, discuss examples for all types of resources

3. Research the resources used by a local business (site all work)
4. Present your findings 
5. Identify the positive and negative aspects in regards to the resources used by the local business
6. Create a fictitious business and identify possible resources you would utilize
7. Present #4, #5, and #6 to the class in an effective and creative way using technology or visual aid props 
8. Debrief as a whole class at the end
